*9 patients were admitted waiting for swab result: 4 patients < 1 year of age, 4 patients in the 1 — 5 years age range and
1 patient > 10 years. All patients were admitted based on the attending physician decision, as suspected to have a 2019-
nCoV infection even though well appearing in the emergency department. Other reason to admit these patients were:
the presence of a relative who tested positive for 2019-nCoV infection (5/9, 56%), close contact with a person who
resulted positive for 2019-nCoV infection (2/9, 22%), clinical findings, the age < 1 year (4/9, 45%), presence of
comorbidities (2/9, 22%)).
